Catechetical Review 

The Third Petition of The Lord’s Prayer 

Thy will be done on earth as it is in heaven. 

 

What does this mean? 

The good and gracious will of God is done even without our prayer, 

but we pray in this petition that it may be done among us also. 

 

How is God’s will done? 

God’s will is done when He breaks and hinders every evil plan and 

purpose of the devil, the world, and our sinful nature, which do not 

want us to hallow God’s name or let His kingdom come; and when He 

strengthens and keeps us firm in His Word and faith until we die. This 

is His good and gracious will. 
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The Seventh Petition of The Lord’s Prayer 

But deliver us from evil. 

 

What does this mean? 

We pray in this petition, in summary, that our Father in heaven would 

rescue us from every evil of body and soul, possessions and 

reputation, and finally, when our last hour comes, give us a blessed 

end, and graciously take us from this valley of sorrow to Himself in 

heaven.

18For I consider that the sufferings of this present time are not worth 

comparing with the glory that is to be revealed to us. 19For the creation 

waits with eager longing for the revealing of the sons of God. 20For the 

creation was subjected to futility, not willingly, but because of him who 

subjected it, in hope 21that the creation itself will be set free from its 

bondage to decay and obtain the freedom of the glory of the children of 

God. 22For we know that the whole creation has been groaning together in 

the pains of childbirth until now. 23And not only the creation, but we 

ourselves, who have the firstfruits of the Spirit, groan inwardly as we wait 

eagerly for adoption as sons, the redemption of our bodies.
