9for as yet they did not understand the Scripture, that he must rise from 

the dead. 10Then the disciples went back to their homes. 11But Mary stood 

weeping outside the tomb, and as she wept she stooped to look into the 

tomb. 12And she saw two angels in white, sitting where the body of Jesus 

had lain, one at the head and one at the feet. 13They said to her, “Woman, 

why are you weeping?” She said to them, “They have taken away my Lord, 

and I do not know where they have laid him.” 14Having said this, she 

turned around and saw Jesus standing, but she did not know that it was 

Jesus. 15Jesus said to her, “Woman, why are you weeping? Whom are you 

seeking?” Supposing him to be the gardener, she said to him, “Sir, if you 

have carried him away, tell me where you have laid him, and I will take 

him away.” 16Jesus said to her, “Mary.” She turned and said to him in 

Aramaic, “Rabboni!” (which means Teacher). 17Jesus said to her, “Do not 

cling to me, for I have not yet ascended to the Father; but go to my 

brothers and say to them, ‘I am ascending to my Father and your Father, 

to my God and your God.’” 18Mary Magdalene went and announced to 

the disciples, “I have seen the Lord”—and that he had said these things to 

her.

Redemption 

And in Jesus Christ, His only Son, our Lord, who was conceived by the 

Holy Spirit, born of the virgin Mary, suffered under Pontius Pilate, was 

crucified, died and was buried. He descended into hell. The third day 

He rose again from the dead. He ascended into heaven and sits at the 

right hand of God the Father Almighty. From thence He will come to 

judge the living and the dead. 

 

What does this mean? 

I believe that Jesus Christ, true God, begotten of the Father from 

eternity, and also true man, born of the virgin Mary, is my Lord, who 

has redeemed me, a lost and condemned person, purchased and won 

me from all sins, from death, and from the power of the devil; not 
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with gold or silver, but with His holy, precious blood and with His 

innocent suffering and death, that I may be His own and live under 

Him in His kingdom and serve Him in everlasting righteousness, 

innocence, and blessedness, just as He is risen from the dead, lives and 

reigns to all eternity. 

  

This is most certainly true.
